 POOL RULES
· You may use your key to let in family members or your invited guests only. Once inside the pool gate area, DO NOT LET IN ANYONE other than a family member or an invited guest. You may not let in any other homeowner who does not have their own key in their possession.
· NO alcoholic beverages may be brought inside the pool gates AT ANY TIME due to liability issues. For safety reasons, we strongly suggest that no alcoholic beverages be consumed less than one hour before swimming.
· All swimming is AT YOUR OWN RISK.
· All family members and/or guests under the age of 16 MUST be supervised by an adult homeowner at all times inside the pool gates.
· No pets are allowed inside the pool gates.
· All swimmers MUST SHOWER before entering the pool.
· NO running, NO DIVING, rough play or horse-play will be tolerated at any time inside the pool gates.
· NO SMOKING. Smoking is prohibited within the pool or pool area.
· NO eating, chewing gum, or drinking will be allowed in the pool. Food and beverages must be kept in the covered area of the pool grounds. Homeowners are responsible physically and financially for keeping the pool and pool area clean.
· NO glass containers will be allowed anywhere within the pool gates.
· All trash must be disposed of properly.
· Please keep the bathrooms as clean as possible. They are there for your
convenience. If there is a lack of supplies in the bathroom, or maintenance
problems, please contact Neighborhood Services at 405-310-6222 or
KerriS@NeighborhoodsPlus.com.
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POOL RULES
· Observe the campers #1 rule . "Always leave it cleaner than you found it."
· If the pool area is locked during regular hours, for your safety do not enter the pool area

· Guests must be accompanied by a resident at all times. Only 6 guests inside the pool area per homeowner

· Babies and toddlers may not enter the water without swim diapers.
· If you see people in the pool area at night after operational hours, call the Norman Police Department (405-321-1600). Do not confront trespassers.
· Each Homeowner is issued one pool key. Lost pool keys are disabled, and a new key card will be issued at a cost of $25.00
· If you own Rental Property in the Cascade Neighborhood, you are responsible to ensure your tenants have a copy of these Rules and comply with them.
· Key card replacements are $25.00
